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Fall 1949 – the first MN Mrs. Jaycees 
chapter was formed 
 
1968-69 - The first Roseau Mrs. 
Jaycees chapter was formed.  Your 
husband had to be a member of the 
Jaycee chapter in order for the wife to 
join the Mrs. Jaycee chapter. 
 
May 1979 – Name change occurred so 
that any female, single, married, 
divorcée from the age of 18 to 40 could 
join.  The name was now Jaycee 
Women.
